1. Apologies

2. Minutes of previous AGM 

The minutes of the previous AGM were approved -  proposed by John Steel and seconded by Lorna Young.
3. Matters arising from the previous minutes 
There were no matters arising.

4. President’s Report
Due to our Secretary working abroad for almost 5 months of the past year, various tasks have been shared amongst the committee.  This has worked out not too badly, although it is now clear that we need someone to manage the website content and update links from the secure storage area within Google Drive.  

There have been several productive committee meetings over the past 12 months, including the “draw” meeting which we held in the Clachan accompanied by a meal.  We took possession of a new Clachan Cup, thanks to Mr & Mrs Strang  and left the old one with the Clachan on the understanding that it will be put on display. 

Drymen continues to be active in the Province games, and tends to do well. It is hoped some of our new members will develop their skills and represent the club in the future.  We have lost a few members due to retirement over the past few years, and it is thanks to the Virtual club that we have some fresh faces coming through.

The provision of food at The Peak has caused some concern with us holding the meal after the Christmas Challenge in the Springkerse View for a change.  The situation seems to have improved slightly since then which persuaded us to hold the meal after the closing bonspiel at the Peak.

GDPR  (General Data Protection Regulations) are changing and we await advice from Active Stirling on how this affects each club.  The main change is how data is stored electronically and we are already in the position of having central storage with password access by 2/3 committee members. We will probably need to have written consent from all members to allow us to share contact details and this should become clear before the middle of May, which is when the changes in the law comes into effect.

Lorna Young finished by giving her thanks to all of the committee for supporting her in her first year as President.
5. Treasurer’s Report
Elsbeth presented the audited Accounts which remain healthy with a small surplus.  We will continue with the twice yearly collection and payment of ice fees.  The membership registrations with the RCCC had been reviewed over the past year so we are no longer overpaying the RCCC.   The Committee were asked to keep the membership list under review.   It was noted that ice fees remain affordable due to the discount applied in accordance with our Chartered status.  Welcoming new members will help us to retain this status.    Acceptance of the Treasurer’s Report was proposed by Helen Watson and seconded by Sheila Steel.
6. Secretary’s Report  
Due to Archie Glen being abroad, Lorna Young presented this report.  

The ice bookings remained the same as the previous year since we had only 3 teams for both the League and the Clachan cups. This makes it a bit more complicated for people to remember that they are not playing every date.
The committee agreed to update the constitution to make it more relevant to a smaller club and was covered under Agenda item 10 below.
